The Ministry of Environment & Forests, Government of India has
issued Environmental Impact Assessment Notification dt. 14.9.2006
providing for according Environment Clearance to 8 categories of
industries/projects by the Ministry of Environment & Forests,
Government of India and by a State Level Environment Impact
Assessment Authority constituted by the Government of India on the
recommendations made by the State Government. The eight categories
of industries/projects requiring Environment Clearance are further
categorized into A & B. The ‘A’ category industries are large-scale
industries in terms of production above the specified threshold limits
specified, requiring Environment Clearance from Ministry of
Environment & Forests, Government of India. The ‘B’ category
industries are smaller units in terms of production with or without
specified minimum threshold of production but with production below
that specified for ‘A’ category. To clear the ‘B’ category industries, the
Central Government has decentralized the entire process of
Environment Clearance by creating an independent State Level
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority supported by a State
Level Expert Appraisal Committee also created by the Ministry of
Environment & Forests as per Notification No. SO 945(E), dt.11th June
2007. Copy of the same is available in this website. The State Level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority comprises of 3 members
and the State Level Expert Appraisal Committee comprises of 10

members. After West Bengal, Karnataka State is the second state in the



country to get these committees. Copy of EIA 2006 Notification giving
